Rudy was a member of Council for six years and was President in 1981. He served on the
Social Committee for three years, the Bulletin/Publication Committee for three years, the
Nominating Committee for four years, the Executive/Finance Committee for three years, the
Awards Committee for three years, the Consulting Engineers Committee for four years; and the
Practice & Ethics/Investigation Committee for five years.
